Solar PV

All the latest homes at Millers Walk, bene t from Photovoltaic (PV) panels
installed to the roofs.

PV panels, capture the suns energy and convert it into electricity. Cells across
the panels, which are usually made up from semiconducting materials like
silicone, absorb sunlight and create a ow of electricity that can be used by
your home during daylight hours. PV panels begin producing electricity as soon
as they are installed  even when it is cloudy.

The Bene ts Of Pv Panels Are:

By utilising the sun, your PV panels are an eco-friendly way of powering your
home during the day helping to reduce your carbon footprint.

You will no longer need to solely rely on your energy supplier, enabling you
to see a drop in your electricity bills.

PV panels need little maintenance and bene t from being cleaned by rainfall.

Homes with water cylinders bene t from energy diverted from the PV panels
to heat the hot water during daylight hours. This signi cantly increases the
amount of PV energy used within the home reducing bills.

Surplus energy can be sold back to the grid costs for this are agreed
between the homeowner and energy supplier.
